Make sure that all fuel lines, brake lines, electrical wires, and other
objects are not punctured or damaged when/if drilling on the vehicle. Thoroughly inspect the area to be drilled (on both sides of
material) prior to drilling, and relocate any objects that may be damaged. Failure to inspect the area to be drilled may result in
vehicle damage, electrical shock, fire or personal injury.

Terminating the cable through any
other hole in the bracket will cause the bracket to not function properly and will drastically reduce the life of the actuator
cable.

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V. INSTALLATION

1. Remove the radiator side covers. Using a
flathead screwdriver, remove the 6 plastic rivets
(3 per side) holding the radiator side covers to
the frame, see Figure 1.

2. Remove the front A-arm guards. Using a T25
bit, remove the 6 screws (3 per side) securing
the A-arm guards to the A-arms, see Figure 1.

3. Loosen the front and front bottom frame bolts
shown in Figure 2. Leave the bolts in the holes Figure 2
but make sure they are not protruding through
the back of the sheet metal as they will get in
the way while passing the channel through the
frame.

4. Turn the tire to one direction to allow Part A to
pass through the frame and rest it on the
bottom frame rail, see Figure 3.

5. Retighten the front and front bottom frame bolts
shown in Figure 2. Remove the two side frame
rail bolts (1 per side), see Figure 4. These will
be used in the front hole in which Part B
connects to the frame rail.

6. Install Part B on both sides. Place the 2
supplied 5/16" x 3/4" bolts through the rear
holes of Part B and into the bottom frame rail.
Tighten to the specified torque in Table 1.
Place the side frame rail bolt removed in Step 5
in the front hole and thread into hole, see
Figure 5. Make sure to tighten straight into the
hole. These bolts are self tapping and will tap
their own thread while tightening.

7. Secure Part A to Part B (2X). For each side,
place (2) 5/16" x 1" bolts with 5/16 washers
through the slotted holes of Part B and through
the bottom holes of Part A. Secure with a 5/16"
washer and a 5/16" Nylock Nut, see Figure 6.

NOTE: Make sure the head of the bolt is on the
bottom of the bike to prevent the bolt
from catching any foreign objects.

8. Install Part C (2X). Place each side of Part C
against the outside of the tabs of Part A. Place
(2) 5/16" x 1" bolts through each side and
secure with a 5/16" washer and 5/16" nylock
nut. Do not tighten. Align the holes in the top 2 x 1/4”
of Part C with the holes on the upright frame rail
of the vehicle. Place a 1/4" x 3/4" bolt through
each hole. Secure the front bolts with a 1/4"
nylock nut, and secure the side bolts with a 1/4"
washer and a 1/4" nylock nut, see Figure 7.
Tighten the 4 bolts to torque specified in 2 x 5/16”
Section Il

9. Tighten bolts securing (2) Part C to Part A to

torque specified in Section Ill. Tighten bolts Figure 7
securing (2) Part B to Part A to torque specified
in Section llI.

10.1t is recommended to reinstall the side radiator
covers to protect the radiator. To do this use a
cutting tool to cut out a slot that will allow the
covers to fit in their slots while also clearing the
upright brackets that were just installed.

11. Finally install the plow mounting tabs to your
Plow Tube Assembly. Place them on the
outside of the rail mounting point, with the jog
heading away from the center (The widest
configuration possible). Install these loosely on
the plow with the fasteners provided with the
plow. Tighten the fasteners after the plow is
assembled and installed in the mount according
to the plow assembly instructions.

VI. MAINTENANCE/CARE

 Inspect all metal parts on the plow, plow mount, and related hardware. Replace all parts that appears
rusted or deformed prior to use.

* Inspect all nuts and bolts on the plow, plow mount, and related hardware prior to each use. Tighten all
nuts and bolts that appear to be loose. Stripped, fractured, or bent bolts or nuts need to be replaced
immediately.

» Check all cables prior to use. Replace cables that are worn or frayed.

» Check all moving and rotating parts. Remove debris that may inhibit the part from moving freely.
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
